Protecting Our Homes
This article provides updated information to the community email from Lorraine Villarreal, FireWise Co-
Leader, on March 20, 2025.

As stated in the email, The Springs was built in two phases. Phase 1 homes were modular, built off-site, and
placed on raised foundations (Irena, Gitana and San Dimas). They have both attic vents and numerous ground
level vents. Phase 2 homes were constructed on site on concrete slabs (San Como, N San Como, Lada, Itamo,
Fino, Belleza, Paquita). They also have attic vents but only two garage vents.

Buildings ignite during wildfires as a result of one or more of these three basic wildfire exposures: embers,
radiant heat, and direct flame contact. The most common source of home ignition is from embers. When our
homes were built, the state standard for new construction was to install ¥4 mesh over vents, intended primarily to
keep out critters. All experts now agree that 4™ is insufficient to prevent ember intrusion and the current standard
is for mesh to be no wider than 1/8” and no tighter than 1/16”.

The Springs FireWise team is providing an opportunity for homeowners to have either size installed over their
vents. Both installers offer a 15% discount for a minimum of 25 homes.

Tony Cervantes (painter, handyman, etc.) is offering to install 1/8 galvanized steel screen in a frame that he
will paint to match your home. For Phase 1 homes, the price is $600; Phase 2 homes are $280. If you do not want
the screen and frame painted, price for Phase 1 homes is $550; Phase 2 homes are $225.

Blaze Blockers (owner is Geoff Ozima, license #1133944, blazeblockers.com) installs 1/16” Wildfire Defense
Mesh made of stainless steel and powder coated black. See sample photos following this article. When Blaze
Blockers provided their prices for Phase 2 homes, it was based on the assumption that all had three attic vents and
two garage vents. Subsequently, we have discovered that at least some Phase 2 homes have a fourth, smaller, attic
vent. There will be an additional $35 cost for homes with the extra vent. Price for Phase 1 homes is $585 and
Phase 2 homes $225 ($260 if the extra attic vent). However, there have been sufficient Blaze Blockers sign-ups
to qualify for the 15% discounted prices. The new discounted prices for Blaze Blockers ~ Phase 1 $497, Phase
2 with 3 attic vents $191, Phase 2 with 4 attic vents $221. Blaze Blockers will first remove any existing external
screens/mesh but will not go inside the attics to remove any inside screens. On a personal note, | have no idea of
the condition of the almost 40-year-old ¥ screens inside my attic so am considering hiring someone else to check
them out, photograph my entire attic and possibly remove the builder-installed ¥4” screens. After installation of
the 1/16” mesh, if planning to repaint/restucco your home, homeowners must be careful to first cover all screened
vents to avoid “gumming” them up.

Tony will be starting installation on Monday, March 31 and Lorraine has notified all those on the sign-up list.
Blaze Blockers will begin April 7. Each installer has been/will be provided with the sign-up lists and will contact
homeowners as the installs progress.

This is an on-going effort so don’t be concerned if you haven’t yet made a decision. Either of these options is
a good choice and certainly an improvement over the existing ¥2” mesh.
Remember, this is just one (very important) step in the process to make your homes safer from fire.

The Fact Sheet below is from FiresafeMarin.org (Marin County, CA) and was provided by a member
of Ventura County FireSafe Resource Council. He stated that it was most likely written by Steve Quarles,
a researcher and expert in the field and the primary educator for Marin County. Firesafemarin.org is an
outstanding resource, brimming with valuable information.

Homeowners are reminded that neither of the screen sizes are 100% effective against all ember
intrusion. If you’ve stored things in your attic, you might seriously consider removing them. The same
applies to your garage if you have combustible things stored along the wall directly in front of the vents.

Airflow Considerations

In addition to information regarding ember and flame intrustion resistance, you
should also be looking at available airflow information. This is normally given
in percent net free area and provides information on how much area the wire
(or other devices(s) used in the vent design) is occupying. For comparison
purposes, 1/4 inch mesh screen has a net free area of 81%. 1/8 inch and 1/16
inch mesh screens have net free areas of 75% and 71%, respectively. Screening
with smaller openings typically uses smaller diameter wire.

Narrative:

During the late weeks of February 2025, detectives assigned to the Camarillo Special
Enforcement Unit (SEU) received information regarding an assault with a deadly weapon in
violation of California Penal Code Section 245(a)(2) — [Assault with a Deadly Weapon] that had
occurred within the City of Camarillo. Camarillo SEU Detectives initiated an investigation and it
was discovered the weapon used during the aforementioned crime was an assault weapon in
violation of PC 30605(a) - [Possession of an Assault Weapon]. During the investigation,
Camarillo SEU Detectives identified City of Camarillo resident, (S) Jaqueline Randall as the
suspect.

During the first week of March, 2025, Camarillo SEU detectives obtained a search warrant,
signed by a magistrate of the Ventura County Superior Court for Randall’s residence, vehicles,
and property. On March 11, 2025, Camarillo SEU and Camarillo Directed Enforcement Unit
(DEU) detectives, detained Randall inside her vehicle, pursuant to the signed Ventura County
search warrant. Detectives also detained a second subject inside the vehicle. This subject was
identified as City of Camarillo resident, (S) Timothy Creech.

Detectives subsequently searched Randall’s vehicle and located ammunition and a usable
amount of methamphetamine. At this time, detectives learned Creech was a convicted felon and
prohibited from possessing, owning, or purchasing ammunition. At the conclusion of the contact,
Creech was arrested for a violation of California Health and Safety Code Section 11395(b)(1) —
[Felony Possession of a Controlled Substance], California Penal Code Section 30305(a)(1) —
[Felon in Possession of Ammunition] and California Health and Safety Code Section 11550(a) —
[Under the Influence of a Controlled Substance]. Randall was transported to the Camarillo Police
Station pending the service of the signed search warrant of her residence.

Shortly thereafter, Camarillo SEU, Camarillo DEU, and West County SEU Detectives, served the
search warrant at Randall’s residence. As a result of the search, detectives located a 9mm
handgun, hundreds of rounds of various caliber ammunition as well as numerous high-capacity
rifle and pistol magazines.

During the search warrant service, detectives obtained information that a large cache of
weapons, magazines and ammunition had been transported to a storage unit in the City of
Camarillo prior to the warrant service. As a result of this new information, detectives authored a
search warrant for the aforementioned storage unit. This search warrant was subsequently
signed by a magistrate of the Ventura County Superior Court.

Detectives served the newly obtained warrant at the storage unit. Detectives located 42 firearms
to include an Armalite AR-50 anti-materiel rifle chambered in .50 caliber Browning Machine Gun
(BMG). Additionally, detectives located an Intratec TEC-9, an AK-47 style rifle with an attached
bayonet and a collapsible stock. Lastly, detectives located several thousand rounds of various
caliber rifle and pistol ammunition, several hundred rounds of .50 caliber BMG, and hundreds of
high-capacity magazines.

Based on the evidence located during the service of both signed search warrants, Randall was
subsequently arrested for PC 30600(a) — [ Possession of a .50 BMG Rifle], PC 30605(a), and PC
27545 — [ Unlawful Transfer of a Firearm].

Both Randall and Creech were booked at the Ventura County Pre-Trial Detention Facility.

The term “Anti-Materiel,” is used to describe firearms that are designed and engineered
specifically to engage and destroy vehicles, aircraft, fortifications and other hardened targets
which require a high level of penetration and stopping power.

The Ventura County Sheriff’'s Office would like to thank members of the public for their on-going
support and due diligence in providing information to assist our agency in solving crimes. We are
better at what we do because of our community partnerships.
